Bill 0809-15: Club Activations

· Zack: Hookah Club is unclear if it promoted smoking. In order to get activated it has to be about education and not smoking the hookah.

· Zack: What’s the source of the advisement?

· Jeremiah: Lawyer and Advisor

· Zack: The lawyer said it had to be educational.

· Jeremiah: Layer said that if it were up to him, he wouldn’t go through with it.

· Matt – What’s the legality?

· John – Advised SA about liability for the club promoting smoking as a social event, and is not something to readily support.

· Zack – Brewers Club from last year promoted alcohol and was activated.

· Jeremiah – Brewers Club did not use SA money to buy anything to brew. A member also had to be 21 or older for testing. The hookah would be purchased with SA money and be auctioned off at the end of the semester.

· Jeremiah – Liability is not from Lung cancer, but from promoting smoking.  SUNY policy is trying to enforce a no smoking policy.
